LIGHTING OF ROWING BOATS
Maritime Safety Queensland (MSQ) Regulations must be adhered to for the safety and enjoyment of all participants in our sport.  The full legislation can be viewed at www.msq.qld.gov.au.  MSQ, Water Police and the Department of Transport will all be issuing fines for non-compliance to the regulations.

MARTIME SAFETY QUEENSLAND 

TO(MS) Regulation 2004   

Section 29 
‘Lighting devices for signalling for recreational ships on water at night’

(2) 
A recreational ship on the water at any time between sunset and sunrise must be equipped with a lighting 
device for signalling to attract attention.

(3) 
Also, the ship must display a flashing white all-round light if the ship - 


(a) is used for training or competition; and


(b) is not powered but is propelled by using oars or paddles; and


(c) is operated on the Brisbane River

MAXIMUM PENALTY – 500 Penalty Units
BRISBANE RIVER 

Rowing Queensland has applied to Maritime Safety Queensland for an exemption for rowing craft on the Brisbane River.  This matter is being processed as a priority of Maritime Safety Queensland and this is the advised lighting at the present.
All Rowing Boats are to be equipped with a 180 degree flashing white light on the fore part and aft part of the rowing boat.
Single Sculls
(1) must be equipped with a 180 degree flashing white light on the for part and aft part of the rowing boat; or

(2) must be equipped with a 360 degree flashing white light  
REST OF QUEENSLAND
Section 29 (2) means that all rowing boats through out the state must carry a torch to draw attention.

Rowing Queensland also advises that for good risk management practices rowing boats through out the state should follow the ‘Brisbane River’ guidelines.
